With another wonderful plant sale 
completed it is time for us to think 
about summer and the next major 
sanctioned project. 'Garden 
Discoveriesô: an educational tour of 
gardens will be held on Saturday 
June 18th. In spite of Spring being a 
little late in arriving, the entries this 
year are exceptional. Our theme of 
'Private spaces, public places' 
continues. Expanding the number of 
gardens on the tour this year gives 
visitors the chance to tour six 
beautiful private gardens, the 
Appleton West "secret" Courtyard garden as well as the Community Garden located behind the Appleton 
Rd. Goodwill. In keeping with the spirit of the event the cost to each attendee remains at $5.00 and a 
donation of two non perishable food items. All monies are given to the Community Garden Partnership 
and the food is donated to local food pantries. Along with this we fulfill the mission of Master Gardener 
Volunteers, to educate. During this event in addition to distributing UWEX handouts we assist those folks 
attending with horticultural information. This is an event where they can learn as well as have a wonderful 
time.  
 
The hosts are doing their part to make their gardens, show pieces. It is up to us to do our part to make this 
event successful. This is a sanctioned project and we are looking for volunteers for each site. The duties 
for volunteers are divided primarily into two jobs: #1 Greeting people, selling and marking tickets and 
handing out printed materials, #2 Answering questions about the garden, specific plants or horticulture as 
well as assisting in tours of the garden. Hours for the event are 10:00am until 4:00 pm. Shifts for 
volunteers are divided into two hour increments allowing you to attend the walk as well as volunteer at 
one or more of the gardens. This has proved to be very popular and is an easy way to get volunteer 
hours.
